Ms Archer said the an-
nouncement was  poorly
timed given that two of
Tasracing’s senior ad-
ministrators were_over-
seas and unavailable to
explain their decision.

Tasracing will intro-
duce a new funding
model from July 1 that
will - alloc per
cent of available money
to the thoroughbreds,
27.13 per
g and 20.36 per cent
he greyhounds.

To achieve those fig-
ures, Tasracing had to
give greyhound racing an
extra $882,000, compared
to this , and take
$181,000 from the
thoroughbreds and
